1. Eliminates domain spoofing and reduces phishing risk—Domain integrity is now a core component of 
cybersecurity compliance frameworks worldwide. A .BRAND TLD neutralizes spoofing by ensuring only the 
organization can create domains under its extension. Research confirms that .BRAND TLDs stop cybercriminals from 
registering lookalike domains, significantly reducing phishing and impersonation attacks. This aligns with regulators’ 
increasing emphasis on proactive incident prevention, rapid threat mitigation, and demonstrable controls over digital 
identity.

2. Enables stronger and uniform email authentication—Global regulations—including NIS2, GDPR enforcement 
updates, and evolving incident reporting mandates—require demonstrable safeguards against unauthorized access 
and data breaches.
